
Layering window treatments can add multiple function and depth to your 
window.  There are di�erent forms of layering:

• The most common form of layering is 2 layer panels/draperies.  Mostly 
done using a sheer curtain as an under treatment and a heavier drape as 
an over treatment.  The under treatment should be H” shorter than the 
over treatment.
• When using a cornice as an over treatment, mount your cornice at 
least 1 inch above the existing window treatment
• Layering above an outside mounted blind – the over treatment needs 
to be at least 1” deeper than the depth of the existing blind.  See chart 
below:

Mini/Micro     1 ¾”    
2” Macro     1 ¾”    
2” Wood (& Faux)    3 ¼”    
1” Wood     2 ½”    
Woven Wood    2 ¼”    
Pleated     1 ½”    
3/8” Cellular    1 5/8”   
¾” Cellular     2 3/8”   
Double Cellular    2 3/8”   
Duette w/easylift    2 ¼”    
Verticals     4”    
Horizontal Window Shadings 3”    
Vertical Window Shadings 3 7/8”   
Roman Shades    2 ½”    
Roller Shades    2 ½”
